Il sito include sistemi ecologici differenti ovvero un ambiente umido (lago Minisini), rilievi prealpini calcarei con vegetazione termofila e un grande conoide di 
deiezione che si sviluppa nel piano submontano (Rivoli Bianchi). Ampie superfici sono ricoperte da boscaglie termofile a carpino nero, da praterie pioniere 
termofile, da vegetazione glareicola, mentre attorno al lago si sviluppano habitat acquatici ed umidi, soggetti di recente ad un progetto di ripristino e 
rivitalizzazione. Il sito è interessato da numerose attività di fruizione e costituisce un importante poligono di tiro per le esercitazioni militari.

4.2 Quality and importance
Il sito, grazie alla sua complessità ecologica, racchiude numerosi habitat di interesse comunitario fra cui sono importanti le praterie magre illiriche, le pinete a pino 
nero e alcuni habitat acquatici. Vi è inclusa l'unica stazione di Brassica glabrescens in sinistra Tagliamento, da molto tempo non riconfermata. Vi è un?
abbondante presenza di uccelli legati agli ambienti aridi ed aperti. E? stato segnalato Felis s. silvestris. Nella zona vivono discrete popolazioni di Vipera 
ammodytes, Natrix tessellata, Triturus carnifex e Triturus alpestris, mentre Bombina variegata è molto più rarefatta. Nella zona del Lago è stata segnalata 
Leucorrhinia pectoralis, mentre ai Rivoli Bianchi è stata rinvenuta Saga pedo. Ai Rivoli Bianchi è stato raccolto anche Potamon fluviatile. Nel Lago è presente 
anche Cobitis taenia. Per il Lago Minisini l?unica segnalazione di Leucorrhinia pectoralis è comunque relativa agli anni ?80. Helix pomatia è presente con 
sicurezza solo in località limitrofe.
